PT Conferences



Our overriding desire is to serve Christ by serving the local church and our
conference programme is a key way in which we seek to achieve this aim. All our
conferences, either directly or indirectly, are about encouraging and equipping Bible
preachers and teachers. Our conviction about preaching is that it is the key way our
sovereign God chooses to build his church.

For 2010/11, our focus is on the preacher and not just on preaching. With the
Apostle Paul we see that the life and ministry of the preacher are closely intertwined.
Therefore, we are continuing our practice of making preaching the core focus of our
conferences whilst also addressing the life of the preacher.

For our autumn ministers conference this means we will focus on teaching Isaiah
with David Jackman alongside practical and important sessions on marriage with
John and Ann Benton. At the spring younger ministers’ conference our attention
switches to issues to do with the heart - both how preaching changes hearts and
how the preacher’s heart itself stands in need of change. The senior ministers’
conference will focus on Old Testament preaching.

All our ministers’ conferences now contain a range of seminar options for
stretching and encouraging those involved in a preaching ministry. Alongside our
regular programme, we continue to run smaller Practical ministry seminars (PMS) in
Sussex. These intimate conferences have been a great encouragement to those
who have attended. We do not open general booking for the three conferences,
but if you are interested in attending one, please contact us in the office. You will
also note that for 2010/11 we are trialling a smaller PMS-type seminar for married
couples hosted by David & Heather Jackman.

The ema remains our flagship conference attended by almost 900 Bible preachers
and teachers. On pages 12 and 13 you can find out how to sign up for information
once the 2011 programme has been finalised.



In many churches, a significant amount of preaching and teaching is undertaken by
those who have received no formal training. We thank God for willing men and
women that he graciously uses. For 2010/11 we have stepped up and refreshed
our lay training, recognising that this is a key area of work for us. If you are in
leadership in a church please do consider using PT Conferences, PT Resources and
PT Cornhill to equip your local preachers and teachers.

Our conferences for ministers’ wives have long been seen as a lifeline for those
called to stand with their husbands on the front line of ministry. It is a joy to
continue to support this very important part of our service to the church. It does
concern us that many wives have to pay their own way: we think churches should
recognise the role that wives play in supporting ministry, often through direct
involvement. Church treasurers please take note! New for 2010/11 are follow on
days in the autumn to maintain the momentum and usefulness of the spring and
summer conferences.

Our conference for women in ministry continues to occupy a unique place in our
yearly conference programme. Feedback assures us that it is welcomed as an oasis
for those who undertake this important area of work. We remain convinced by a
complementarian model of ministry undergirded by the principle of male headship
in family and church; this still leaves a very important place for women’s ministry —
and it is just as important that the centrality of proclamation remains at its heart. We
count it a joy to promote this work.

Biblefresh is an initiative to mark the 400t anniversary of the King James Bible in
2011. Organised by the Evangelical Alliance, it gives PT the chance to pass on some
of the Cornhill training and ethos to groups who would not otherwise naturally
access it. It may also be a good opportunity for you to train occasional preachers or
encourage other local churches to come and be part of the excellent instruction that
PT offers. Do please consider encouraging others to attend — or even bring them
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along. We have kept the cost low in order to encourage new people into PT
Conferences and PT Cornbhill.

We are also partnering with Logos and DayOne Ministries to provide training for
those who use the Logos Bible software. This leading product is gaining ground with
pastors who recognise its use in studying and preparing to preach. Alongside the
training days we are offering a taster session for those who may be interested in
using technology in a constructive and helpful way.

For those interested in ministry, the Cornhill summer school and London week
continue to occupy an important place in our conference calendar. You may know
those who would benefit from either of these weeks. Please pass on this 2010/11
guide to them or we will happily supply you with further copies.

For 2010 we reduced prices at nearly all our conferences. For 2010/11 we have
had to include a small increase as part of our desire to continue to serve you well.
As in 2010, PT continues to bear all the central costs of conferences - speakers and
their travel, staff and overheads — you only pay for the cost of your accommodation
at the residential centres. To finance this we continue to be dependent upon
generous supporters; you will find a giving form towards the end of the guide if you
are able to help in this way. Please note that we do not want cost to be a
prohibiting factor in attending, so please contact the office if you are unable to afford
but would like to attend one of our conferences. Booking for all our conferences in
the 2010/11 season opens on the 1st July 2010.

It was strange to attend a training conference that, on the one hand, didn’t shrink
the task of the bible preacher or teacher and, on the other, didn't shrink our
confidence to do it.

We were invited into a fellow preacher’s study. We saw his working-out from
ground-zero. We learned how another preacher listens carefully to a particular
passage. We watched how he lined up the particular passage with the wider conti
of the book, and with the whole bible context; and how the text-in-context points
to rich lines of application. And we didn’t just see this once but repeatedly: althoug
one genre, OT narrative, was used as our ‘practice ground’, diverse passages wit
the genre were considered.

We were invited to comment and question, whether formally or over the dinner
table, throughout the weekend. Our public discussions ranged over questions like
How do we balance different ingredients in preparation (e.g. Prayer, understandin
the text, understanding our hearers)? How do we interpret this passage in light of
Christ? How do we re-tell the narrative without de-dramatising it? How might an
occasional preacher make best use of their preparation time?

The transparency made the sessions well-pitched for all of us. Interpretation and
lines of application arose from the text, so the conclusions were testable. Don't
misunderstand: the applications were rich and unexpected but there was no rabbi
pulled from a hat to disempower us and make the whole task of preaching look
inimitable.

The weekend felt like a feast of God-speaking-to-us, in the devotions and the
training sessions,another confirmation that making progress in our preaching and
teaching doesn’t happen apart from knowing our Lord better. It was my first time
on this weekend and | don’t want it to be my last.
